Here's a description for the following photo's in this zip file.
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The first photo is a cab shot of 72 FL 81 (No.1 gun tractor 202Bty). This clearly shows the lifting rig on the front of the 


tractor for separating the 105mm barrel from the carriage for heli lifting (small heli's unable to lift the complete gun


Wessex, etc...)





The second photo is of gun No.3 202bty after a live firing exercise, note the gun muzzle on the floor next to the 101 


being cleaned, No.4 gun tractor is behind it.
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Nice shot of 72 FL 81 giving a demonstration at a local fete...





Second photo is of the back of gun tractor No.3, can't see all of the number plate unfortunately, 


but it does show just how full the back of a 101 get's with all the gear and the gun kit.
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Nice shot of the back end of my old gun tractor and most of the crew, don't know what the guy on the ground is doing!!! 


Notice the rear lights fitted to the back of the gun, we had obviously finished our exercise and were about to hit some 


metalled roads. I think this was an end ex at Salisbury Plain.





Next one is a good shot showing just how tight it gets in the back of a 1 tonne, Del is trying to open a carton of milk 


to make a brew. Interesting items are the suitcase stuffed in the roof, it's full of civilian clothes for our R&R at the 


end ex. Pipe on the top right housed the cam poles for the gun netting, manky old rags are dish cloths I think! 


The round cloth bag contained the brew gear, cups, tea pot etc, and was used for carrying the brew from the vehicle lines


to the gun crew. The black box the saucepans are on contained all of the cooking and heating gear, stove etc...
