The following is a list of all the files that Metal uses; Future Vision does

use some of these files (either directly or implied), but since these files

interact in a low-level manner with Metal, they are consider in Metal's

domain.

All the following files must be in the same directory - this directory is

normally called "0/" (prefix zero), and is automatically set up when

Metal.System is launched.

The files are listed with the filename, then the filetype, and then a short

comment. Don't worry about the weird filetypes - these mean something to

Metal, but nothing else to any other program.

METAL.SYSTEM        SYS       This is the program you launch

METAL.OBJ           $4E       This is the main brain of Metal

METAL.CONFIG        TXT       Your custom configuration file

METAL.HELP.FSED     TXT       Text file for FullScreen Editor help

The files METAL.PACKG.xxx are the "packages" that Metal uses for various

commands - like the compiler, the editors, the transfer protocols, etc.
